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Guest Editorial

HIS TRANSACTIONS’ Special Issue contains expanded
T papers from the 2008 IEEE Microwave Theory and Tech-
niques (IEEE MTT-S) International Microwave Symposium
(IMS) held June 15-20, 2008, Atlanta, GA.

A total of 772 manuscripts from 29 countries were submitted
to the IEEE MTT-S IMS Technical Program Committee (TPC)
in December 2007. Of those manuscripts, 402 (a 52% accep-
tance rate) were accepted for presentation at the IEEE MTT-S
IMS 2008 in podium and interactive forum settings. These pa-
pers were also published in the IEEE MTT-S 2008 Symposium
Digest CD ROM and are available on IEEE Xplore.

Each author was then invited to significantly expand their
IEEE MTT-S IMS 2008 papers for consideration in this
TRANSACTIONS’ Special Issue. After undergoing the same re-
view process as regular papers submitted to this TRANSACTIONS,
29 papers were accepted for publication.
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The production of this TRANSACTIONS’ Special Issue
would not have been possible without the dedication of many
volunteers, including 65 members of the IEEE MTT-S IMS
2008 Steering Committee, 241 members of the IEEE MTT-S
IMS 2008 TPC, numerous reviewers, Associate Editors, and
Editors of this TRANSACTIONS who participated in the review
and coordination process. Of course, thanks are also due to all
of the authors who continue to advance the state of the art in
microwave theory and techniques.
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
